Miami Consistory #26
Valley of Dayton - Orient of Ohio
Established prior to 1906; Chartered November 11,911

This Consistory was originally
named St. Matthews #26 as
established by a group from
Indiana belonging to the Milton

F. Fields faction. Most
Puissant Sovereign Grand
Commander James F.

B Rickards 33° came to Troy,

| A Ohio and reorganized the
Fraters. The original charter of the consistortest “. . . in the
Valley of Troy or within 25 leagues of the same”. Twenty-
five leagues is equivalent to 75 miles, so the mmv®ayton
was within due bounds. Sometime between July 1&id
February 1915, a few years after coming under begli@nce of
the United Supreme Council, Northern Jurisdictitme name
was changed from “St. Matthews” to “Miami,” but no
definitive reason has been discovered. It canuomised that
due to a previously chartered Consistory in Tolbdaring the
same name, it was necessary to change the narhe Bfayton
body to eliminate confusion.

Over the years much confusion has occurred aboyt aviu
how the name “Miami” came about. The city of Daytests
in the Miami Valley area of Ohio. The valley waasnmed after
the Miami River that runs through it. The citigsDmayton and

James E. (Ernald) Morley Consistory #73
Valley of Nassau (New Providence) - Orient of thedhamas
Chartered May 14, 1962

This Consistory is one of five established
in the Commonwealth of the Bahamas.
Originally named “Bahamas” due to its
geographic location, it was the United
Supreme Council, Northern Jurisdiction’s
first foray outside of the territorial bounds
of the United States. It began life as
“Bahamas Consistory No. 73" during the
tenure of Most Puissant Sovereign
Grand Commander George W.
Crawford 33°. After being organized bg future Sovereign
Grand Commander in the person of th8pecial Deputy
Booker T. Alexander 33°(both served as Most Worshipful
Grand Master of their respective jurisdictionshet same time),
SPJames E. Morley 32° was installed as the first Camader-
in-Chief. He was subsequently elevated to their38tay 1963
and crowned an Active member in May 1967.

SGIG James E. Morley 33%ad an extensive civic as well as
masonic resume. It included receiving the “Qued&estificate”
in the name of HER MAJESTY Queen Elizabeth the 8dco
for community service; owning his own businessysey three
nonconsecutive terms as MWGM; serving as Worthyn@ra
Patron; serving as Deputy of the Orient; and a lodsbther
accolades too numerous to list.

In September 2006, the name was changed from “Babam
Consistory #73" to “James E. Morley Consistory ##3teflect
his leadership as the first consistorial leaderSobttish Rite
Masonry in the Commonwealth of the Bahamas anavasall
impact to Prince Hall Freemasonry there as well.

Assuredlylll. Morley will live on in the annals of history as the
1992 class of5IGs bear his name:Alexander-Morley.

Whitney M. (Moore) Young Consistory #88
Valley of Erie - Orient of Pennsylvania

Whitney M. Young Jr. (1921-1971), a
member of Rescue Lodge #4, Omaha,
Nebraska, of the MWPHGL of Nebraska,
was a well-known civil rights activist (a part
of the Big Six—four of whom are Prince
Hall Masons) who became the Executive
Director of the National Urban League
(NUL). He succeeded fellow Prince Hall
Mason, Dr. Lester B. Granger. His desire for involvement
with race relations developed during his servicehia United
States Army.

Brother Young was extremely integral in soliciting Black
fraternal organizations of that time contributeafigially to the
NUL. He built relationships with and called updretvarious
leaders of these groups. Often times said leadetsd tacitly
promise a contribution toward the efforts of the INld return
for Young speaking at their engagement. As a proedhber
of Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity, Inc., he spoke dew national

conventions and subsequently gained more than moral

support—he received financial contributions frondiindual
members.

Young was honored with a stamp in the Black Hedtagries
in 1981 Along with many other notable Prince Haladdns,
such aslohn H. JohnsonandA. Phillip Randolph.

Numerous schools and institutions across the cpinave been
named in his honor (Atlanta, Cleveland, Chicagontkieky, et
al.) The Boy Scouts of America have an award naaféet

him. It is the “Whitney M. Young Jr. Service Awatd

A unique individual, he served as an advisor toskent
Kennedy, President Johnson, and President Nixorwhlle
declining political office himself. So well regad by all,
especially President Johnson, he was honored wlgh t
Presidential Medal of Freedom in 1969. As a fiftending to a
life well lived, President Johnson delivered thdogy at his
funeral.

Brother Young's childhood home in Simpsonville, Kentucky
has been designated a National Historic Landmark.

Ben Lomond Consistory #94
Valley of Salt Lake City
Orient of Colorado, Wyoming, & Utah
Chartered June 6, 1976

This Consistory is curiously
named and is the third in the
triumvirate of mountain-themed
names for the Orient of Colorado,
Wyoming, & Utah. Many might
think that it was named for some
prominent  citizen or an
exemplary Mason. Not so. Ben
Lomond Peak is the prominent
geological feature of Ogden, Utah,
which is about 45 minutes north of Salt Lake CityThe
mountain was so named by the initial settlers bseait

reminded them of the original Ben Lomond Mountainthe
Highlands of Scotland. Ben Lomond means “beacak’pa;
Gaelic.

Supposedly the mountain’s appearance, when viewaihst
the backdrop of the horizon, inspired the famousaRaunt
Pictures logo which is known as “Majestic Mount&ainThe
founder of Paramount Pictures was a resident oe@gd

When organizing this Consistory, the Fraters bahdibout
many ideas for names, but ultimately settled orosh “Ben
Lomond” as it has long been associated with the nighlt
Lake City area and has stood upright, weatherest@alins, and
stood the test of time much like free masonry.

There was a Labanus Consistory chartered in thehgitour
United Supreme Council in the 1920s. The infamaaisn G.
Jones established a consistory in the city in 1896.
